ERICACEAE

1. Andromeda glaucophylla Link. Bog Rosemary.

Sphagnum bogs. Local.
393 Otter Creek bog; 1215 Deadstream bog; 1293 Lost Lake
bog; 1395 Deadstream bog.

2. Arctostaphylos uva-ursi (L.) Spreng. Bearberry, Kinnik-
inick, Hog Cranberry, Mealberry.

Open dunes, dry sandy lake shores, sandy roadsides. Com-
mon, often locally abundant.

105 Lake Michigan dunes just north of Platte River Camp=
ground, Sleeping Bear Lakeshore; 558 semi-open oak-pine
forest north of Platte River Campground, Sleeping Bear
Lakeshore.

3. Chamaedaphne calyculata (L.) Moench. Leather-leaf.

Bogs. Common, locally abundant.
144 Cranberry Lake.

4. Chimaphila umbellata (L.) Bart. v. cisatlantica Blake.
Pipsissewa, Prince's Pine.

Oak-pine forests, forested dunes, moist hardwoods. Fairly
common.

112 dunes area just north of Platte River Campground, Sleep-
ing Bear Lakeshore.

5. Epigaea repens L. Trailing Arbutus.

Oak-pine forests, open to semi-open swamps and swamp edges.
Common.
716 Cooper Road.

6. Gaultheria hispidula (L.) Muhl. Creeping Snowberry.

Gedar swamps. Fairly frequent, though local.
392 Otter Creek cedar swamp.

7. Gaultheria procumbens L. Wintergreen, Checker-berry.

Oak-pine forests, swamp edges, swamp hardwoods. Common.
368 Saffron Road hardwoods; 518 oak-pine forest, Aral.

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Gaylussacia baccata (Wang.) K. Koch. Huckleberry.

Oak-pine forests, old forested dunes. Common, often loc-
ally abundant.

108 oak-pine forest just north of Platte River Campground,
Sleeping Bear Lakeshore.

. Kalmia polifolia Wang. Swamp Laurel, Pale Laurel.

Sphagnum bogs. Occasional.
147 Cranberry Lake bog; 1294 Lost Lake bog; 1396 Deadstream
bog; Little Platte Lake bog.

Ledum groenlandicum Oeder. Labrador Tea.

Bogs, cedar swamps. Occasional.
826 Belt Lake bog; 1174 Deadstream bog.

Monotropa hypopithys L. Pinesap.

Oak-pine forests, hardwoods, cedar swamps{f Common. Abun-
dance varies considerably from year to year.
153 mixed hardwoods, Turtle Lake; 396 oak-pine forest, Aral.

Monotropa uniflora L. Indian Pipe.

Hardwoods, cedar swamps. Common.
251 hardwoods, Aral.

Pterospora andromedea Nutt. Pine Drops.

Jack Pine flats among dunes south of Aral. Rare.
1417 Jack Pine, Aral (Gall). Last seen at this station in
1966% .

Pyrola asarifolia Michx. Pink-flowered Pyrola, Shinleaf.

Semi-open marshy areas, swamp hardwoods, moist hardwoods.

24 moist hardwoods, Saffron Road; 73 Skinner Road near North
Branch Creek; 695 hardwood swamp, between Thompsonville
and Nessen City near road.
