Since a data entry format was not agreed upon or suggested by
other groups including the Tip of the Mitt in the past years,
I have continued the format used in the past.

Graphical representations have been included for temperature
and D. O. profiles as well as secchi and Chlorophyll data. Be
careful to check the axis values before overlaying similar
graphs. The computer automatically adjusts for varying values
and can confuse the observer.

There is nothing particularly unusual in the data. Both lakes
continue to be very high quality water bodies but quite
different in response during the year. For curiosities sake I
would like to see chlorophyll sampling continued as late as
possible in Skegemog because of the ascending values each
year into early fall.
